FAST ON

This year the period of Lent begins February
25. Lentis typically a time of prayer and preparation to
celebrate the Resurrection. It represents the time Je-
sus spent in the wilderness preparing for His ministry.
Christians use this period of time for self examination
and repentance. Many also use this season as a time
of sacrificing to identify with Jesus in His suffering.
Some will give up a meal, sweets, TV or some other
daily routine or habit during this period.

The Prayer Ministry Team is requesting you
participate in the fAWord
day we will focus on one word. As a part of your daily
devotions we ask you spend a minimum of 5 minutes
each day researching this word. One scripture refer-
ence is provided with each word but spend some extra
time searching the scriptures, look the definition up in
the dictionary or other sources. For the next 24 hours
meditate on this word and the related scriptures and
information you collected on it. Put it into action during
the day where and when possible. Build it into a sen-
tence prayer.
