 He is Risen.   These three words have echoed from an empty tomb in Jerusalem 2000 years ago into every 
empty heart in every nation, in every age, and they find a home in every receptive heart throughout the world today.   
The fact that Christ is alive, coupled with the fact that He is present empowers every believer with hope, purpose and 
confidence. 
   

 It is not an exaggeration to say that the person of Jesus Christ has impacted more lives throughout history than 
any other human being that ever lived.  There is no continent that has not heard the gospel of Jesus Christ; even though 
the Church of Jesus had a seemingly faltering beginning led by a confused, cowardly, band of young men without a 
leader.

Even there (or maybe especially there) the mes-
sage of the risen Christ cannot be kept down.  How could it?  If death could not hold Him back, then certainly govern-
ment edicts, personal hostility and worldly opposition  cannot withstand the power of the Resurrection. 
 

 This Easter, as we ponder once again the empty tomb, we are reminded that Christ came to redeem people 
from every tribe, tongue, and nation.  What a colorful place heaven will be and how jubilant and diverse the worldwide 
church   is today.  On Easter morning we will reflect upon what the presence of the risen Christ is doing throughout the 
world with a guest visit by the Watoto Childrenôs Choir from Uganda at the 11:00 service.  Their simple testimonies attest 
to the power of the risen Christ, the One who came for the sake of the nations. 
 

 As part of your Easter planning be sure to include the Celebration of Hope Concert by the Watoto Childrenôs 
Choir that evening at 6:30 in the sanctuary. These parentless children of Uganda have powerful testimonies to the re-
deeming work of Christ. Donôt miss it!  It will be a highlight of your Easter day as you enjoy the exuberant, youthful praise 
to The Risen One.

ñJesus said, Martha, you are worried and 
distracted by many things; there is need 
only one thing.  Mary has chosen the bet-
ter part.ò Luke 10:41-42 
 
     Imagine that you walk into your home and every 
appliance and electronic devise are on maximum 
speed and/or highest volume.  On top of this, every 
light is on as well.  This sensory overload is what peo-
ple with Autism experience continually.  In addition to 
the sensory overload, some nerves also slowly respond 
or not at all. 
 
     2-6 out of every 1000 people have Autism (or Autis-
tic Spectrum Disorder ïASD).  Males are 4 times more 
likely to have Autism than are females.  It is estimated 
that 1-1.5 million Americans have ASD.  The cost to 
care for people with ASD over $90 BILLION per year. 
 
     Autism is a complex disorder that includes impair-
ment in social interactions, developmental language 
and communication deficits, plus repetitive behaviors.  
40% never speak.  People with Autism also have trou-
ble understanding what other people think and feel.  
People with Autism also exhibit self-stimulating behav-
iors, such as hand flapping, making noises or rocking.  
These behaviors are pleasurable and soothing to the 
person exhibiting them.  The earlier a person is diagno-
ses and treatment begins the more positive the out 
come is, in social situations.  The severity of the disor-
der can run the spectrum form living in semi-
independent living situation to requiring institutionaliza-
tion. 
 
     It is important to recognize what an Autistic person 
is experiencing, such as hypersensitivity to sensory 
input, so we may be more sensitive and compassionate 
to those that carry this diagnosis and those who pro-
vide the care they require.

Easter Eggs 

 In Medieval Europe, eggs were forbidden dur-
ing Lent. Eggs laid during that time were often boiled or 
otherwise preserved. Eggs were thus a mainstay of 
Easter meals, and a prized Easter gift for children and 
servants. 
 
 In addition, eggs have been viewed as symbols 
of new life and fertility through the ages. It is believed 
that for this reason many ancient cultures, including the 
Ancient Egyptians, Persians, and Romans, used eggs 
during their spring festivals. 
 
 Many traditions and practices have formed 
around Easter eggs. The coloring of eggs is an estab-
lished art, and eggs are often dyed, painted, and other-
wise decorated. Eggs were also used in various holiday 
games: parents would hide eggs for children to find, 
and children would roll eggs down hills. These prac-
tices live on in Easter egg hunts and egg rolls. The 
most famous egg roll takes place on the White House 
lawn every year.
