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50, what do you think?

This is more than just a passing question for a Christian. In fact, once we get past the surface, what
we think is critical for our life. What we think affects our relationships, our physical health, our emotional
health and ultimately our behavior. Proverbs puts it this way:

“As a man (or woman, or youth, or child) thinks, so is he.”

That's powerfull Research confirms what scripture proclaims. In her book “Who Switched off my
Brain?” Dr. Caroline Leaf makes the claim that we can think our way to physical and emotional health, we
can think our way to peace and calm and forgiveness; and we can think ourselves out of bitterness, resent-
ment, stress and negativity. In summary; what we think determines our quality of life!

Our brain is amazing and our thoughts are powerful life shapers. Our brain is God’s gift to us; our
thoughts determine how well we use its potential for God’s glory and our health. Therefore, the Apostle Paul
exhorts us to “take every thought captive to Christ,” (Il Cor 10:5) and to think about “whatever is true, what-
ever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable, whatever is ex-
cellent or praiseworthy.” (Phil 4:8) Why? Because it determines who we are and our quality of life.

So, what do you think?
This January we will start the new year by going deeper into what it means to have a Mind Trans-
formed by the Word. This is a complex discipline that has many facets. Come expecting to be challenged to

“think about what you think” and how you can “train your brain” for God’s glory and your health.

“The Lord opens the eyes of the blind;
the Lord raises those who are bowed down;
the Lord loves the righteous.” (Psalms 146:8)

Glaucoma is when the pressure within the eye in-
creases, leading to irreversible damage to the optic
nerve and results in impaired vision. There are two
types of Glaucoma, “Open-Angle” and “Angle Closure”.
Open Angle Glaucoma accounts for 80% of Glaucoma
cases in the USA. Symptoms are gradual loss of the
field of vision over years. Usually affects both eyes.
Although not curable, it IS treatable with eye drops and
other medications. Contrary to Open-Angle, the Angle-
Closure Glaucoma can be cured. ltis usually present
in one eye with rapid rise in intraocular (inside the eye)
pressure accompanied by redness and pain in or
around eye, severe headache, nausea, vomiting and
blurred vision. If treated before 48-72 hrs of onset, it is
curable. If not treated within 48-72 hours of onset, the
damage will be irreversible.

Risk Factors:

- Over 40

- African American

- Family History

- Long Term Steroid Therapy

ask your doctor if they have tested your eye pressure
lately and ask them to check it if it hasn’t been done
already.
