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A Seismic Shift 
 

 This summer will mark a historical shift in the PC(USA).  On May 10 the Presbytery of the Twin Cities 
Area (Minneapolis-St Paul) was the 87th and deciding Presbytery to approve Amendment 10-A.  This amend-
ment changes our Constitution to allow; among other things, self-affirming, practicing homosexuals to be 
considered for ordination.  Rather than have a national standard, our constitution now allows the local gov-
erning body (sessions and Presbyteries) to determine the suitability of each candidate, apart from and; possi-
bly, contrary to national standards.  
 
 Over the years many people have fought hard for this or a similar amendment.  Likewise, many others 
have fought vehemently against it. It’s been a battle.  Regardless of this vote, it will remain extremely divi-
sive.  Since 1978 this issue has provided a backdrop of tension and anxiety in the PC(USA).  The passage of 10-
A has increased the level of anxiety among those who are opposed to the ordination of practicing gay and 
lesbian people. In fact the leadership of the PC(USA) across the country is very concerned. While some, to be 
sure are rejoicing, damage control and trying to hold churches together is the order of the day for Presbytery 
and General Assembly Executives. 
 
 As a session we have been monitoring the responses and measuring our own.  As mentioned in previ-
ous communications we have a “Denominational Issues Task Force” that is seeking to stay informed and to 
inform you, the congregation.  This article is written to keep you informed and to solicit your prayer.  We 
urge prayer and fasting for wisdom and discernment.  We are committed to listening to God and leading as 
we are led by Him.           (continued on page 2)

 The Gospel of Jesus Christ is always Good News!  Is 
there anything better than having sins forgiven, being at 
peace with God, having God’s plan and purpose lived out in 
us?! 
 
 Besides that, the exciting thing I first want to share 
is an event coming September 23-25 for the whole family of 
Graystone.

This will 
be like a fun-festival, like a family gathering, like a revival of 
the soul’s passion for Biblical Truth. 
 
 Be preparing now that the Lord with “show up” to 
deepen our love for Him and one another; that He would 
“anoint” Steve and Valerie to minister to our Graystone 
situation that good memories of a truly refreshing weekend 
would impact us for year to come. 
(See separate article in this newsletter introducing you to 
the Bells.) 
 

I am excited about what the Lord will do in our midst. 
 

 On the other hand, now that 10-A has been passed 
by a majority of presbyteries, I stand with those who feel we 
are in a “red alert” crisis time; engaged more intentionally in 
the Battle for Biblical Truth and sexual purity.  Here I refer 
you to Romans 1:21-32 and the many, many other Scrip-
tures calling us to the sexual purity of God’s standards.   
 
 The Session has a special task force working on 
steps that are being planned.  It is important now (more 
than ever) to pour out our hearts in prayer seeking bold-
ness, wisdom, perseverance and discernment “in times like 
these.”  It is important in this time to focus on the six marks 
of being Christ’s followers and to be about: enjoying God, 
building people, engaging the world and sending into mis-
sion.  As II Peter 3:17 –18 says,  
 
“Therefore, dear friends, since you already know this, be on 

your guard so that you may not be carried away by the error 
of lawless men and fall from your secure position.  But grow 

in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus 
Christ.  To Him be glory both now and forever!  Amen.” 

A Seismic Shift Continued… 
 
 Two other votes that have major implications for 
our denomination are:  
 
 1. Changing the “Form of Government” (nFOG) 
section of our Book of Order.    The current vote is 84 to 81 
in favor of nFOG.  87 votes are needed to pass it. Eight Pres-
byteries have yet to vote on nFOG.  Kiskiminetas Presbytery 
voted overwhelmingly against it.    
 
 2.  Adding the “Belhar Confession” to our Book of 
Confessions. 2/3 majority vote is required to add Belhar to 
the Book of Confessions.  This means 116 votes are needed 
to pass it and 58 votes to defeat it. The current vote is 87 to 
57 in favor of Belhar.  This means it is only one vote away 
from defeat with 29 Presbyteries yet to vote.  Kiskiminetas 
Presbytery voted against Belhar and it lost by 3 votes. 
  
 Space prohibits comment on these two amend-
ments to our constitution in this short article.  Information 
can be found at oga.pcusa.org.  However, a brief comment 
on nFOG is in order.  From my perspective, nFOG changes 
the shape and scope of our “connectionalism” and will add 
to the chaos of the seismic change already underway.  
 
 We believe fervent, focused prayer will make a 
difference.  Please pray for the following: 1. Pray that we 
would “be still” before God in order to listen well.  2. Please 
pray for our session as they consider overtures to Presby-
tery and General Assembly in the weeks and months ahead. 
3. Even though 10-A has already passed, pray that our Pres-
bytery would vote “no” as we vote on June 28th.  4. Pray 
that we could discuss the issues facing us in a way that hon-
ors God and respects the integrity of people on all sides. 5. 
Pray for unity and clear guidance as we face the future. 
 
 The sermon series this summer will focus on some 
foundational issues underlying the ongoing debate about 
sexuality and church leadership.  You won’t want to miss 
this series as we seek to build a platform of understanding 
and for discussion.  Issues of sexuality confront us daily in 
this overly sensualized culture.  It tears at the fabric not only 
of the church but of our families and society as well.  Only 
God is sufficient for healing and unity.  May we be found 
faithful.

Spotlight on Missions:  
3rd Annual Back to School Bash  

When: Saturday, August 20, 2011, 9 a.m to 2 p.m. 
Where: Church Street (600 block) 

 
 Once again, a coalition of churches and community 
organizations in Indiana is preparing for the annual Back to 
School Bash.  This will be the third annual Bash, with the mis-
sion of providing needy children in Indiana County with the 
resources needed to start school in the fall. 
 Approximately 600 children were provided with gen-
tly used clothing, new underwear, school supplies and haircuts 
during a day of fun and entertainment at the first annual Back 
to School Bash in 2009.  In 2010, nearly 1000 children were 
served, and it is anticipated that this number will increase as 
more families become aware of the event in 2011. 
 The need is great, as one in four children in Indiana 
County lives in a family that struggles to provide the clothing, 
shoes, school supplies, and haircuts to get them ready for 
school each fall. 
 The planning committee for the Back to School Bash 
consists of a group of volunteers from local churches and com-
munity organizations who invest their time to make the event a 
success. Without volunteers and donations, the event could 
not take place. Here are just a sampling of the many ways to 
participate in this wonderful way to show God’s love right here 
in our community: 
 
1. Donate gently used clothing: Boys: jeans, camo pants, 
pocket/cargo pants, short sleeved shirts, t-shirts (no offensive 
logos, please). Girls: jeans, short sleeved tops, t-shirts, layers, v-
neck and “cami’s”; Boys and Girls: hoodies (all sizes), jackets (all 
sizes, especially elementary ages); shoes (sneakers, flats, ballet 
flats, flip-flops).  NOT NEEDED: dress pants and shirts, short 
skirts, high heels, long coats, sweaters, turtlenecks. 
 

2. Donate NEW underwear or socks so each child to receives 
something new at the event. 
 

3. Donate financially: Backpacks will be purchased at a reduced 
cost, so it is more cost-effective to donate money for this item 
than to donate backpacks. 
 

4. Donate school supplies (list available in the church office) or 
help collect donations at the “Stuff the Bus” event at the Indi-
ana Mall on July 23rd.. 
 

5. Donate time to cut hair: If you are a licensed beautician or 
know a licensed beautician who would be willing to donate an 
hour or more, let us know! 
 

6. Get your Sunday School class/Small Group to come up with 
a booth idea: a great way to make the day more fun for the 
children participating and provide information to families about 
opportunities to be involved in the life of our church and/or 
access community resources. 
 

7. Volunteer to help with set up (Friday, August 19th and Satur-
day, August 20th starting at 7:30 a.m.), during the event, or 
clean up (Saturday, August 20, starting at 2 p.m.).

News from Michael and Irene Sivalee 

Dear Partners in Mission, 
 Happy Easter and Feliz Pascoa – The Lord is Risen!  The 
heavy rainfall in Brasilia and surrounding areas is almost gone. We 
are having more sunlight and cooler temperatures late at night. 
Winter is just around the corner. 
 Brazil experienced a great shock a few weeks ago. A 
young man opened fire in a school in Rio de Janeiro. Twelve chil-
dren died and several were wounded. One victim was Larissa, a 
member of the Independent Presbyterian Church (IPI) in that area. 
Her pastor and her family opened their church to take care of fami-
lies of the other victims and visitors who came to visit the 
wounded children in the hospital, an act of Christian hospitality 
during such a crisis. Please keep these families in your prayers. 
 The congregation in Samambaia continues to grow little 
by little We are preparing 2 persons for profession of faith and 
baptism in the near future. On that occasion an infant baptism will 
also be performed, and 6 more persons will join by letter of trans-
fer. 
 On March 25, 26, the Samambaia congregation cele-
brated its 4th birthday. The church was filled with members and 
visitors. Several IPI congregations sent their singing groups to bless 
us with special music. During the celebration, we dedicated to the 
Lord a new curtain and a communion table given by our women’s 
group.  We thanked God for the offerings from our men and youth. 
They bought paint and gave their time to paint the buildings. Our 
little children presented their building fund’s offering. They sang a 
song, “I want to have a heart like the widow’s heart,” as they put 
their little church full of coins on the communion table. Praise the 
Lord, a special offering of $ 670.00 was given by members and 
visitors. The congregation [plans] to have a fund raising campaign 
on May 7th, 2011. The will sell pies, cakes, and breads, etc. Our goal 
is to raise another $ 1,000 for our building project. It is a joy to see 
that folks are trying to work hard toward their goal of building a 
Christian education building and sanctuary. 
 [In honor 
of] the birthday cele-
bration, we had 
beautiful scenery 
painted on our front 
gate using Joshua 
24:15. We also re-
modeled our meeting 
place and painted the 
3 classrooms. We can 
seat more people 
during worship and still have space for musical instruments for our 
praise band. [We now have] three classes: toddler, older children, 
and pre-teen. Presently, we have approximately 55 students. [Our 
goal is] 75 by the end of 2011.

2.  Sell 350 embroidery towels ($3,500.00) for our building fund. 

3.  Prepare our congregation to be chartered as an organized
