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A Resilient Life: 
Discipleship for a Lifetime 

 
 As followers of Christ we are to be life-long learners who grow into the image of Christ over a lifetime.  
The writer of Hebrews compares this to running a race; ―… let us run with endurance the race that is set be-

fore us…‖  Our race is a marathon, not a sprint.   
 
 Gordon MacDonald, in his book A Resilient Life forces us to examine how well prepared we are for the 
grueling ordinariness of running a distance race in such a way as to win.  Our Lenten Series will use Mac-
Donald’s book to help us assess what it takes to finish the race, and how to properly prepare to run.  He calls 
this kind of life a resilient life, run by resilient people who: 
 
  -  practice spiritual disciplines to build stamina and grit; 
  -  know what’s ahead, and what obstacles they will likely face; and 
  -  bond with special friends who share their commitment to finishing the race well. 
 
 This Lenten Season we will be looking at the disciplines, attitudes and relationships we need to run 
our race as resilient people.  All of us need the courage and ability to get up when we fall, to keep running 
when we are bone-tired, and a clear focus on the goal even in the murkiest of times.  We need daily renewal 
in the presence of God that enables us to face the challenges ahead. 
 
  Each Wednesday night; following the invitation to the Lenten Discipline at the Ash Wednesday service 
on March  9, we will use MacDonald’s book A Resilient Life as  a study guide in our quest to finish the race 
with strength and grace.  Daily readings will begin on Thursday March 10 for our weekly discussions.  Books 
will be available Sundays beginning March 6 and at the Ash Wednesday service.  Be sure to get your copy 
and join us each week in the race of a lifetime! 



Dear Graystone Family and Friends, 
 
 Ever have one of those days? 
 

 You know…those days when everything 
seems to unravel: your attitude is lousy, you’re irritable, 
your temper is short and you are not easy to live with.  
So, of course you blame everyone and everything 
around you.  Those are the days you wish would end 
quickly so you could start over.  I have had my share of 
those days. 

 
 The good news is that we do have the opportu-
nity to start again.  Every morning we can start over…
we can leave the worst of days behind and begin a new 
day with a new attitude and the promise of God’s grace 
and mercy.   Lamentations 3:22, 23 captures this 
thought beautifully: 
 

―The steadfast love of the Lord never ceases; 
His mercies never come to an end; they are 
new every morning; great is Your faithfulness!” 
 
 As we stand at the starting blocks of each 16 

hour race before us; we choose, consciously or uncon-
sciously, whether or not we will face the day trusting in 
God’s love and faithfulness.  We determine what atti-
tude, goals, faith, and confidence we are going to bring 
to the race that day.  The good news is that we aren’t 
tied to yesterday’s failures.  If yesterday was a bust, we 
have a new opportunity to fill it with God’s best and our 
best.  By God’s grace, we have a fresh start to live 
each day for His glory, the benefit of others, and our 
contentment. 

 
Not only can we put a bad day behind us, but 

we can improve on a good day as well.  A day well 
lived is not something to rest on but rather a building 
block for the next day, and the days ahead.   Some-
thing to keep in mind is that no failure is final and every 
victory is temporary.  Every 16 hour race has obstacles 
that test our faith and try our patience.  Sometimes we 
win and sometimes we lose.  However, the result can 
be the same: humility.  For example, when the day 
seems to get the best of us we are humbled by our in-
adequacy.  Likewise, when we seem to get the best of 
the day we are humbled by God’s grace…same desti-
nation, just a different route to get there.  In either case 
God gets the glory. 

 
Choose today to live a Lamentations 3:22,2 3 

kind of day, basking in God’s steadfast love and faith-
fulness and thank God for do-overs!

1. The First United Presbyterian church of Indiana*, commonly known as Graystone Presbyterian church, be-
ing a particular congregation of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), recognizes that the Constitution of said 
church, is in all provisions, obligatory upon it and its members. 

 
2. The congregation shall hold an annual meeting and may hold other meetings as necessary. Business to be 

transacted at meetings of the congregation shall include the following: 
1. Matters related to the electing elders, deacons, and endowment trustees; 
2. Matters related to the calling of a pastor or pastors; 
3. Matters related to the pastoral relationship, such as changing the call, or requesting or consenting or 

declining to consent to dissolution; 
4 Matters related to buying, mortgaging, or selling real property  
5. Matters related to the permissive powers of a congregation, such as the desire to lodge all adminis-

trative responsibility in the session, or the request to presbytery for exemption from one or more re-
quirements because of limited size. 

 
2a Business at congregational meetings shall be limited to the foregoing matters (1) through (5).  Whenever 

permitted by civil law, both ecclesiastical and corporate business may be conducted at the same congre-
gational meeting. 

 
2b  The annual meeting of the congregation shall be held in the church edifice in January, on a date and at 

a time as set by the Session.  This meeting shall include, but not be limited to, receiving the annual 
budget and the annual financial reports of the church organizations, reviewing the adequacy of compen-
sation of the pastor(s) and approving the terms of call, electing the congregational nominating commit-
tee, electing the elders and deacons, and trustees of the endowment fund.   

 
2c Special meeting of the congregation may be called as specified by the constitution of the Presbyterian 

Church (U.S.A.). 
 
2d Public notice of the time, place and purpose of all meetings of the congregation shall be given on two 

successive Sundays preceding the meeting. The meeting may be convened following the notice given 
on the second Sunday. 

 
2e The pastor shall moderate all meetings of the congregation.  In the event the pastor is unable to serve 

as moderator, an alternative moderator shall be chosen as directed by the Book of Order of the PC 
(U.S.A.). 

 
2f The clerk of session shall be secretary of the meetings of the congregation.  If the clerk is unable to 

serve, the congregation shall elect a secretary pro tem as directed by the Book of Order of the PC 
(U.S.A.). 

 
2g All members on the active roll of the church roster are eligible to vote at all stated and special meetings 

of the congregation.  Only members of legal age (18) shall be eligible to vote questions dealing with 
property and matters that are strictly the business of the corporation.  Voting by proxy is not permitted. 

 
2h Meeting shall be conducted in accordance with the most recent edition of Robert’s rules of Order, except 

in those cases where the Constitution of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A) provides otherwise. 
 
2i  A quorum as specified by the Book of Order of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) must be present to con-

duct a meeting of the congregation or session.  
 
2j All meetings shall be opened and closed with prayer. 

 
3. There shall be eighteen (18) elders, divided into three equal classes, one class of whom shall be elected 

each year at the annual meeting, for a three-year term.  The active elders shall also serve as trustees of the 
corporation.  No elder shall serve on the session for consecutive terms, either full or partial, aggregating 
more than six years; and he/she shall be ineligible to serve a new term until one year shall have elapsed.  
Terms of elders shall expire when their successors have been ordained and installed. 

BYLAWS OF THE FIRST UNITED PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF INDIANA* 
Commonly known as GRAYSTONE PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 



4. There shall be twenty-seven (27) deacons, divided into three equal classes, one class of whom shall 
be elected each year at the annual meeting, for a three-year term.  No deacon shall serve for con-
secutive terms, either full or partial, aggregating more than six years; and he/she shall be ineligible 
to serve a new term until one year shall have elapsed.  Terms of deacons shall expire when their 
successors have been ordained and installed. 

 
5. Five (5) trustees of the endowment fund shall be elected according to a schedule established by the 

trust fund agreement. 
 
6. Vacancies in the office of elders, deacons, endowment trustees and/or at large nominating commit-

tee members may be filled by election of the congregation at a special meeting of the congregation 
or at the annual meeting, as the session may determine.  Nominations to fill such vacancies shall be 
made by the congregational nominating committee; additional nominations from the floor will be 
solicited.  

 
7. At the first meeting of session following the installation of a new class of elders, the session shall 

elect from its members a president, vice-president, and treasurer of the corporation.  The clerk of 
session shall be secretary of the corporation.  The treasurer shall also serve as church treasurer.  
Officers of the corporation shall have such authority and perform such duties in the management of 
the property of the corporation as may be provided by the charter of the corporation, the laws of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, the Book of Order of the Presbyterian church (U.S.A.), or in the 
absence of such controlling provisions, as may be determined by action of the session. 

 
8. The congregation shall form a nominating committee in the following manner: 

 A. There shall be nine members. 
 B. Two of the members shall be elders designated by and from the session, one of whom                
  shall serve as Moderator and one of whom shall serve as Vice-Moderator of the  
  committee. 

 C. Two of the members shall be designated by and from the Board of Deacons. 
 D. Five of the members shall be congregational members, persons not currently serving on  
  the Session or the Board of Deacons: 

 1. Shall be nominated by the nominating committee.   
 2. The floor shall be open for additional nominations. 
 3. No nominations from the floor shall be made without the advance consent of the  
  nominee.  
 4. Congregational members of the committee shall be elected at the annual meeting  
  of the congregation for a one (1) year term.   

 E. No member shall serve more than three years consecutively.    
 F. The pastor shall be a member ex-officio and without vote. 
 G. The nominating committee shall bring to the congregation nominations only for the  
  number of positions to be filled. 

 
9. These bylaws may be amended subject to the charter of the corporation, the laws of the Common-

wealth of Pennsylvania, and the Constitution of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.), at any annual or 
special meeting of the congregation by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the members present, provided 
that a full reading of the proposed changes or a printed distribution of the same shall have been 
made in connection with the call of the meeting. 

 
*  Although, since the merger of the Presbyterian Churches, this church is currently known as Graystone 
Church, the original name has been retained since a large portion of the endowment from the Mack fund, was 
given to Graystone Church with the specific provision that if First United Presbyterian Church of Indiana, Penn-
sylvania, should cease to exist, then the Trust balance will pass to Lehigh College which was the Alma Mater of 
Edgar M. Mack who established the Mack Foundation.
