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A Pastoral Letter:
A Denomination Update and Call to Prayer

I am sorry for the delay in the Good News this month. I would rather be writing about the wonderful events of Holy week
and Resurrection Sunday. In fact, it was the best Holy Week experience of my ordained ministry. Starting with Palm Sunday, fol-
lowed by the dramatic Maundy Thursday presentation of “The Living Last Supper,” a “Journey to the Cross” on Good Friday, a phe-
nomenal celebration on Resurrection Sunday and the lively “Concert of Hope” by the Watoto Children’s choir that evening, we
touched over 2200 people with the message of the risen, redeeming Christ! To God be the glory!

However, I find myself compelled to write about an unfolding denominational dilemma. As of this writing the Presbyterian
Church (USA) is three votes away from changing the long-standing explicit language for ordination standards of elders, deacons and
ministers of Word and Sacrament. When this takes place it will change our self-understanding as a connectional church by allowing
local governing bodies to decide for themselves who is eligible for ordination and who is not, rather than following a national stan-
dard. This is a BIG change that pierces the conscience and convictions of many people.

In a nutshell here is a brief overview of the changes. The current language in our Book of Order under the heading “Gifts
and Requirements” for officers of the church reads:

“Those who are called to office in the church are to lead a life in obedience to Scripture and in conformity to the historic
confessional standards of the church. Among these standards is the requirement to live either in fidelity within the covenant of mar-
riage between a man and a woman (W-4.9001), or chastity in singleness. Persons refusing to repent of any self-acknowledged prac-
tice which the confessions call sin shall not be ordained and/or installed as deacons, elders, or ministers of the Word and Sacra-
ment.” G6-0106b

This language, upon approval of a simple majority vote of our 173 Presbyteries; or 87 votes, will be replaced by the follow-
ing language:

“Standards for ordained service reflect the church’s desire to submit joyfully to the Lordship of Jesus Christ in all aspects
of life (G1.0000). The governing body responsible for ordination and/or installation (G-14.0240; G-14.0450) shall examine each
candidates calling, gifts, preparation, and suitability for the responsibilities of office. The examination shall include, but not be lim-
ited to, a determination of the candidate’s ability and commitment to fulfill all requirements as expressed in the constitutional ques-
tions for ordination and installation (W-4.4003). Governing bodies shall be guided by Scripture and the confessions in applying
standards to individual candidates.”

As I see it, the new language is deeply flawed and
intentionally misleading. The problem with the new
language is twofold:

1. The most vocal proponents of 10-A openly admit
that they see this as the long-awaited opportunity to ordain
openly gay and lesbian persons, a behavior explicitly ad-
dressed in the current language. This has been the battle
ground in our denomination for 40 years. By passing
Amendment 10-A it will be the first time that a governing
authority has been removed that prevents ordination of
openly gay and lesbian persons.

2. This not only opens the door to behavior that is
contrary to scripture but doctrinal error as well i.e. the denial
of Christ’s deity, or the Trinity, etc. Whatever a governing
body decides; as long as the “process” was followed, their
decision stands, regardless of whether or not it is contrary to
orthodox, historic understanding and obedience to scripture
and our confessions. This will lead to a theological free-for-
all.

Judges 17:6 summarizes the consequences of pass-
ing 10-A: “In those days there was no king in Israel; every
man did what was right in his own eyes.” 1 find it interesting
that the context of the passage speaks of “installing” a priest
of an idol made of silver, a priest and god of ones own mak-
ing, rather than the scripturally prescribed norm. It led to
theological and national chaos. Already, responses to 10-A
have indicated the same.

So, what shall we do? First: don’t panic. Second:
Stay together. Keep in mind that one vote is not necessarily
final, and that changes can be made. In anticipation of this
situation the session has established a “Denominational Is-
sues Task Force” consisting of Jack Shepler, George Caroff,
David Hill, Brook McGinnis and Pastor Hurley. They are
tasked to stay abreast of developments and to keep you; the
congregation, informed. Other courses of action include: a
call to ongoing, urgent prayer for our denomination; working
with others in our Presbytery for a strong vote against 10-A
(which will be voted on June 28); writing overtures seeking
to clarify/restore moral and theological clarity; attending a
national convocation in Minneapolis in August; and finally
to be faithful to the life and ministry to which God has called
us as the Graystone family. We have always upheld a bibli-
cal, orthodox understanding of “fidelity in marriage and
chastity in singleness” and we will unequivocally continue to
do so.

God is sovereign in all of this. May the words of
Psalm 46:1, 2 be our anchor:
“God is our refuge and strength, therefore we will not fear.”
