Is it so that we can just kick back, prop our feet up, eat bon-bons
and sip tea? Absolutely not! We are reAfreshed so we can be reApurposed; to get back into the game stronger, more energized
and ready to face the challenges ahead. We have just spent weeks leading up to this past weekend so that we might be
reAfreshed in heart. So now what? So we are now reAenergized, reAvitalized, reAinvigorated for the next leg of the journey in
life and ministry as followers of Christ.

So what does that look like? Well, it could be reAturning to our responsibilities with reAnewed energy, passion and pur-
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raising kids to be godly, contributing adults in the kingdom of God. It may mean you have been reAcharged to help take care of
your aging parent.
